stories of being
secondary victims of
drunk driving. As a
part of their jobs they
respond to crashes
where alcohol is
involved. They then
take these images
home in their minds.
These guys also did a
great job of showing
the drivers education
class just how
damaging these
crashes can be. It
also helped them to
understand that the
consequences stretch
out far beyond just
the driver and the
primary victim.

We have been working on a report
which includes all the services offered
by RdJ. This report is intended to
provide an overview and summary for
all the work that has been done. RJ is
looking to progress our relationships
with key criminal justice partners,
stakeholders, and invested community
members. This report was created to
inform and educate local community
on the success, the impact and the
evidence achieved in Restorative
Justices services. It is important to
keep in mind this report offers only a
glimpse into the work and impact of

RJ. The data provided in this report
1s focused on the evidence, related to
numbers and percentages.
Circumstantial stories, personal
testimony and the impact on
volunteers, victims, survivors and
offenders are only briefly highlighted.
These stories and experiences have
been the energy to help RJ reach
1,667 individuals in 8 years.

Wisconsin Court Circuit Court Access
Program (CCAP) was used to analyze
results related to recidivism. This
evaluation has limits. Offences
committed out side of the state or in

municipalities may be unavailable.
All efforts were made to locate all
participants in the CCAP system.
